Pairing Full Waveform Inversion with Least-Squares Migration 

for better subsurface imaging  

Nicolas Chazalnoel, CGG 

Full waveform inversion (FWI), mostly based on diving waves, has 

been recognized for its ability to generate high-resolution velocity 

models. Lately, approaches for FWI have grown significantly, from 

multi-parameters to full elastic solutions. However, we will focus on 

showing what can actually be expected from diving-wave-based FWI 

from a practical point of view, and how reflection data can be used to 

further extend the reach of FWI for deeper velocity updates.  

Least-squares migration (LSM) aims to solve for the reflectivity model by minimizing the difference be-

tween recorded and synthetic data. We discuss how the technology has evolved with time to become more 

affordable, the pros and cons of different approaches, and also what can be expected from LSM. We then 

introduce our proposed method of LSM through curvelet-domain Hessian filter (CHF) and its extension to 

implementation on surface-offset gathers.  

A prerequisite for effective LSM is a velocity model that represents the true propagation through the earth 

as accurately as possible. It is therefore important to pair it with FWI, which is capable of generating the 

most accurate velocity models. We will show a case study combining FWI and LSM to improve reservoir 

imaging below mass-transport complex in East Breaks, Gulf of Mexico. 

Speaker Biography 

Nicolas has worked for CGG since 1998, and has been based in Houston since 1999. He is Imaging 

Director in the Subsurface Imaging group, in charge of supervising different processing and imaging pro-

jects from all over the world. He received a M.S. in Geophysics (1997) from the School and Observatory 

of Earth Sciences, Strasbourg, France, and a B.S. in Mathematics (1994) from Clermont University, 

France.
